Adding a
suffix changes the meaning of a word.

base word suffix

walk + ing=walking

Follow these spelling rules when adding suffixes to base words.

When a Suffix Begins with a Vowel

If the base word ends in a short vowel sound bat + t + ing = batting
and one consonant, double the consonant. jog + g+ ed=jogged

smile - e + ing = smiling

If the base word ends in a silent -e, drop the e.
safe — e + er = safer

When a Base Word Ends with a Consonant and y

happy -y + i + ness = happiness
